Procedures

1. Studying Abroad, Leave of Absence from/ Returning to/ Withdrawing from School

Requests for studying abroad, leave of absence from/returning to/withdrawing from School must be submitted
to the Dean of the School through your academic advisor to receive approval. Application forms are available
at the Humanities and Social Sciences Administration Department Student Affairs Division..

If you apply for leave of absence due to/returning to School from illness, you must attach a medical report
from a doctor. For other reasons, a detailed report of the reason must be attached. If you wish for recognition
of credits earned from a university abroad, refer to Article 5 of Notices Regarding Registration, and you should
consult with the staffs of the Humanities and Social Sciences Administration Department Student Affairs
Division.

2. Certificate Issuance

A student commuter pass issuance form is required for buying a student commuter pass. For Undergraduate
Students, this issuance form is available at the Office of the Institute of Liberal Arts and Sciences (by the end
of the spring semester of the second year), and at the Student Support Window of the Humanities and Social
Sciences Administration Department Student Affairs Division (from the fall semester of second year). If a
student’s use of transportation is limited to Nagoya City Bus and Subway, you only need the Student ID Card
for buying a student commuter pass.

Certificate Issuance requires 3 days (5 days for English version), so plan well ahead if you need to apply for
any certificates.

Certificate of Enrollment, Certificate of Expected Graduation (only for the senior students, cannot issue when
you take a leave of absence from schools), Student Discount for JR, and Medical Certificate (only for those
who have completed the annual health check conducted on the beginning of the Academic Year) are issued by
Certificate Issuing Machines on weekdays, 8:30-17:15.

In the Humanities and Social Sciences area, the machines are located at the Central Building for Liberal Arts
and Sciences (1F), and the Integrated Research Building for Humanities and Social Sciences (1F), “Bizreach
Campus Meidai”. As for a Transcript, it is only available at the machine in front of the Student Support
Window of the Humanities and Social Sciences Administration Department Student Affairs Division,
“Bizreach Campus Meidai”. Please note that machines are stopped temporarily due to maintenance.

In case you need other certificates, you need to use online application system. If you would like to receive
certificates except for Certificate of Student Discount (JR) by convenience store obtaining or by postal mail,
please apply certificates online. For online application, please visit https:/mado.adm.nagoya-u.ac.jp/syomei.
Note that the Certificate takes 3 days to issue excluding Saturdays and Sundays. (Other Certificates and
English Certificates takes 5 days to issue.)

3. Notice of Change of Address and Personal Details

A student must immediately report to the Humanities and Social Sciences Administration Department
Student Affairs Division if your address or personal details are changed (e.g. family name). Submit a
Document (available at the Humanities and Social Sciences Administration Department Student Affairs
Division) with an official copy of your koseki(family registry)when you change your name.

Similarly if you wish to use your former family name, please report to us including the case that you wish to
use your former family name.

4. Notice of Overseas Travel

If you plan to travel overseas, you must submit a Notification of Overseas Travel (with your academic

advisor’s approval seal) before you leave Japan, regardless of the purpose of travel (e.g. personal reason,

business trip). This is because Nagoya University need to contact you immediately in case of emergencies.

2) Ask your academic advisor or a person in charge of the class for the seal of approval, and submit the
document to the Humanities and Social Sciences Administration Department Student Affairs Division.

5. Posting of Notices

Messages from Nagoya University (public notice, personal notice, call-outs, etc.) are delivered to students by
posting them on the bulletin board. Bulletin boards for undergraduate students of the School of Economics
are in the Students’ Waiting Room. Bulletin boards for graduate students of the School of Economics are
nearby the stairway to the 3 floor of the School of Economics building. Please refer to the Appendix (Floor
Map) to check bulletin board locations.

Information about scholarships and tuition fee exemptions are posted on the Nagoya University website
(http://www.nagoya-u.ac.jp/academics/scholarship/index.html) or “NU-mado”(https://mado.adm.
nagoya-u.ac.jp/), so those who wish to apply should pay careful attention to this board.
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6. Cancellation and (or) Postponing of Classes and Exams due to Natural Disasters
In the event of a typhoon, earthquake, or other natural disaster or when a warning or notification has been
issued, all classes and examinations (including regular, make-up, and repeat examinations: referred to
below as "classes") will be arranged according to the directions to be given to students, as indicated below.

(1) When a typhoon-related strong wind warning has been issued for Nagoya city
When a typhoon-related strong wind warning is issued for Nagoya city, all classes scheduled to begin after
the warning is issued will be cancelled. However, if the warning is lifted, please see the following
appended table and check the timetable for classes.

(Classes starting based on the time-the storm warning has been lifted.)

Time when Warning is Lifted Period of Classes and other activities Commence

Before 6:45 AM From 1st Period

Between 6:45 and 11:00 AM From 34 period

<<Important>>
1) If you are already on campus when a strong-wind warning is issued, please return home before the
situation worsens.
2) If you are on your way to school when a strong-wind warning is issued, please return home.
3) If classes are in progress when a strong-wind warning is issued, confirm the safety of your route home
and return home after the class ends.

(2) In the event of an earthquake
If an earthquake or other disaster occurs during a class, please stay calm estimate the scale of the
earthquake and its effects, and take any and all steps necessary to protect yourself. Follow the
instructions of the instructor in charge, and evacuate to the designated evacuation area. At the evacuation
area, follow the instructions of the University/ School of Economics person in charge.

(3)When a "Tokai Earthquake Warning" or “Caution Announcement” has been issued

1) When a "Tokai Earthquake Warning" or “Caution Announcement” is issued while classes are in progress,
the University will order all teachers to immediately stop all classes and to evacuate in order to avoid
subsequent damage and (or) injury. Follow the instructions of the instructor in charge and evacuate to the
designated evacuation area, or return home. If you are on the way to school or at home, please stay at a
place where your safety can be ensured.

2) If, after a "Tokai Earthquake Warning" or “Caution Announcement” has been issued, observational data
displays a reduction in abnormal activity and it no longer seems dangerous, aa lifting of the warnings may
be announced. In that case, information regarding class schedules will be announced by the University.
Therefore, please pay close attention to the announcement and follow the instructions of the University.

(If other disasters occur, or if there is fear of another disaster
If it is determined that it is not viable to hold classes for reasons other than those mentioned above,, the
Dean of the (Graduate) School of Economics will make an announcement regarding the issue, and notices
will be posted on the website and notice boards.

(5)Make-up classes, etc.
When classes, etc. have been cancelled because of the circumstances described above, notices of make-up
class, etc. will be posted on the notice boards etc.

(5)Courses and numbers of credits for Specific Lecture for Introductory Economics and
Management (E), Specialized Advanced Lecture (E) and Special Studies will be discussed by
the Faculty Council, then determined by the Dean of the School.
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Important Information for Course Registration

1. Course registration at the School of Economics:

Students must register for the courses they wish to take (including intensive courses) during the
designated period. Please note that students who fail to register during the designated time period will not
be permitted to take the courses or sit the relevant examinations. Details regarding course registration will
be announced separately on the School's bulletin boards.

Graduation Thesis Research I is a prerequisite for Graduation Thesis Research II: students must take
Graduation Thesis Research I before Graduation Thesis Research II. For Courses in Specialized Fields
excluding Graduation Thesis Research I and II, some course names are followed by "I" or "II". In such
cases, it is advisable to take course "I" before course "II".

Among the Courses listed in Appended Table 2, those allocated for third year students may be taken

from the spring semester of the second year.

2. Course registration at other schools:

Students may need to obtain the permission of course instructors in advance to register for courses at
other schools. The registration procedure for taking courses at other schools is determined by the school in

which the student is enrolled.

3. GPA (Grade-Point Average) and the course withdrawal system:

(1) Starting with AY2011, performance will be assessed using five grades. The Grade Point Average (GPA)
score will be calculated as a weighted average of your grades based on credit points. (From the spring
semester of AY2020, the grade scale will be A+= 4.3 points, A= 4 points, B= 3 points, C= 2 points, C-=1
points and F= 0 points; this grading system is applied to all the credits of all students admitted to the
School of Economics after AY2011)

(2) If students receive a failing grade of F, the total GPA will be reduced. If for some reason students wish to
withdraw from a course for which they initially registered, they may be able to use the Course Withdrawal
System.

(3) In principle, students may withdraw from a course before the end of November for the fall semester and
before the end of May for spring semester; however, this may be adjusted to reflect the circumstances,
which will be subject to decision by the course instructor. For permission to withdraw, students must fill
out the "Course Withdrawal Request" form (issued at Bunkei kyomu-ka, the School of Economics section in
the Academic Affairs Office), submit it to and obtain permission from the instructor. If you are absent from
the regular examinations or do not submit the required assignments without following the designated
withdrawal procedure, you will receive an F grade, not a "W' grade.

(4) Some course syllabi may include a warning that the Course Withdrawal System does not apply to the
course. In this case, being absent from semester-end examinations or failing to submit assignments will
result in a 'W' grade, not an F grade. In other words, if the Withdrawal System does not apply to a course, it

is unnecessary for students to follow the withdrawal procedure.



(5) There may be special procedures in some courses, so please ask the instructor if you have any questions
about course withdrawal or registration procedures

(6) Credits transferred from other universities are not reflected in the GPA.

(7) Optional Courses that fall outside the graduation requirements and are graded using the Six-step
assessment, are not reflected in the GPA.

(8) If you re-take a failed course (graded “F”) and receive an “A+,” “A,” “B,” “C,” “C-"or’F” the second time, the
first F will not be counted in the Cumulative GPA.

4. Seminars:
Seminars refer to courses offered under the names of the "Seminar on Economics" and "Graduation Thesis
Research on Economics", held under the supervision of the academic advisor.

(1) Students in the Social Sciences Program must take the Seminar on Economics I and II as well as
Graduation Thesis Research on Economics I and II offered specifically for them.

(2) Students in the Social Sciences Program are able to take Seminars and Graduation Thesis Research from
programs other than the Social Science Program with the permission of course instructors of these
courses. When a student is given such permission, students must register for the Seminar on Economics I
and II as "Special Studies (Seminar on Economics I/ II)", and for Graduation Thesis Research on
Economics I and II as "Special Studies (Graduation Thesis Research on Economics I/ID)". Notes regarding
course registration and the details will be announced separately on the School bulletin boards in

November of the second year.

5. Credits and time of graduation for students who have participated in a study-abroad program:

(1) Credits for the Seminar on Economics I/IT and Graduation Thesis Research on Economics I/II offered at
the School of Economics:
Students who have studied abroad may register in their fourth year for each of the following pairs of
courses within the same semester, provided that said students have fulfilled all the graduation
requirements in their first three years except the Seminar on Economics I and Seminar on Economics II:
Seminar on Economics I and Graduation Thesis Research on Economics I, Seminar on Economics II and
Graduation Thesis Research on Economics II, and Graduation Thesis Research on Economics I and
Graduation Thesis Research on Economics II.
Students who are scheduled to study abroad may, after consideration of their case, be treated in the same
way.

(2) Recognition of credits in the School of Economics:
Students who are unable to take the regular examinations for courses they have registered for and
participated in because of enrollment in a study-abroad program may, provided that they have attended
the necessary classes to be eligible to take the exams, ask the course instructor if they may take the
examinations before they depart for their study abroad; in this case, a special examination (includes
writing assignments, reports, etc.) may be assigned.

(3) Recognition of credits acquired during a study abroad program:
If students wish the School to recognize credits acquired at an overseas university as part of a

study-abroad program, they must apply by submitting the relevant documents (issued by the Educational



Affairs Division) to the Educational Affairs Division within one month after the end of the study-abroad
program.

(4) If students are unable to graduate in September because of their participation in a study-abroad program,
they may submit their graduation thesis on the thesis due date the following March. In addition, students
who satisfy all graduation requirements in the fall semester following their completion of study abroad

may then graduate that March.

The "study-abroad programs" mentioned in this Handbook refer only to study at our partner universities
(both inter-departmental and inter-university programs, including self-supported ones). If students join
other study-abroad programs, they must take temporary leave from the Social Sciences Program, so

(1)-(4) above are not applicable.
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Guidelines for semester final examinations

I. In addition to the Nagoya University School of Economics Rules, guidelines related to final examinations

are provided below. However, the guidelines may not apply to Liberal Arts and Sciences.

Final examinations
1 Examinations are held for courses given during the semester.

2 Examinations are given as soon as possible. Contents you learn during the semester is going to be on the

exam.
3 Students can take examinations only in the courses they’ve enrolled for the semester.

4 Students who obtain graduation eligibility by the end of the Fall semester can graduate in March. For this,
students should apply for the early graduation eligibility by the designated date in February (date will be
announced on the notice board).

5 Students with special needs for an examination due to psychological, physical or other disabilities should
apply to the Bunkei-Kyomu-ka [Educational Affairs Division] with a medical certificate no later than two

months before the examination.

Makeup examinations

1 If a student fails to take an examination during the semester because of illness or other unavoidable
circumstances, he or she can take a makeup examination.
2 Students who take a makeup examination should submit (1) or (2) to the dean no later than a week after

the missed exam (1) a designated official form and a medical certificate or (2) documents describing details

of the unavoidable circumstances.

3 Usually, makeup examinations are given in late August for the spring semester and in late February for

the fall semester.

Acts of dishonesty

1 In case of an act of dishonesty during the examinations in the semester, a student will not be able to earn

credits for any courses taken during the semester, including Liberal Arts and Sciences.

II. Guidelines for examinees

(1) Students who arrive more than 10 minutes late after the examination begins will not be allowed to enter
the examination room.

(2) Examinees may not leave the examination room 30 minutes after the examination begins.

(3) Students must write down the year, student number and name on the answer sheets and turn them in
even if no questions have been answered. (It is strictly prohibited for students to take an answer sheet back
home for any reason.)

(4) Students should bring their Student ID Cards and place them on top of the desk.

(5) Students should sit down on their assigned seats.

(6) All personal belongings except writing materials and watch ( time function only) should be placed in bags
and put under the desks.

(7) Tt is forbidden to tear out any mistakes from the examination sheets. (Students should put an “X” over the
mistakes.)

(8) For making notes during the exam, students should use the back side of the answer sheets.

(9) The answer sheets should be handed in according to the instructions.

(10) During the examinations, students should keep silent and should not speak without reason.

(11) If students misbehave, the proctor may order them to leave.

(12) During the examinations, cell phones should be turned off.

(13) In case of a natural disaster that interferes with an examination, refer to the Article 6 of Notices
Regarding I Procedures.
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Guidelines for graduation theses

1. Submission of graduation theses

Graduation theses must be prepared as explained below and submitted to the Kyomu group of the
Bunkei-Kyomu-ka (the School of Economics section in the Educational Affairs Division, hereafter called
Kyomu) in person during the designated time in July. Any theses submitted after the deadline will not be
accepted under any circumstances. After the submission, students can not make any corrections or
amendments to their theses.

If any accidents or emergencies occur that delay the submission of a thesis in consequence, students must

contact the Kyomu immediately.

2. How to format graduation theses
(1) Graduation theses should be typed on the word processors.
(2) The theses should be submitted in a flat file.
¢ Use the flat-file with the designated color of the year.

(3) The title of the thesis, the name of the school, department, academic advisor, and student must be placed
on the center of both the front cover and the title page indicated as below. In addition, the title of the thesis,
the name of seminar, and the student must be written on the back cover.

(4) The number of pages is unlimited.

(5) For other formats, students should follow the instructions of their academic advisors.
